Top Ten Tips for Financial Aid
1. Take advantage of the abundance of information about selecting, applying to, and financing college. There is plenty available at no cost. Your research and perserverance can pay big dividends.
2. Become informed about financial assistance unique to Seymour Johnson.

3. Learn all you can about YOUR COLLEGE financial aid process. Talk to the college financial aid officer. Ninety percent of all financial aid available to the student is channeled through their office.

4. Apply to the number one supplier of financial aid – the Federal Government. File your FREE Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) as soon as possible after January 1.

5. For additional assistance find out about Goldsboro and surrounding communities’ resources and what assistance they offer.

6. Save money by taking CLEP and DANTES exams through the Base Education Office. The exams are FREE for the military and a small fee for the family member.

7. Apply early. Financial assistance has deadlines. Meet them!

8. Be wary of scholarship scams! Unfortunately, many dubious scholarship and search offers exist.

9. Scholarships, or free money, should always be sought first—but loans through various sources (state, federal, banks, foundations) are available. Borrowing for your education might be a necessity, but it may be the best investment you will ever make in your life. 
10.  Plan Today! If you have children, it is never too early to start saving for their education.

Normally, the grant application arrives at the Family Support Centers around the middle of December.  The first deadline is normally in the middle of March. Seymour Johnson Officer’s & Civilian Spouses’ and Enlisted Spouses’ Clubs
All seniors graduating from a Wayne County area high school are eligible if they are dependent of an active duty Air Force member permanently stationed at Seymour Johnson or if the sponsor is retired, deceased, or on remote assignment.  Civilian spouses of active duty Air Force personnel are eligible if they are permanently stationed in North Carolina and the applicant is pursuing a technical, associate, or undergraduate degree. The application can normally be picked up at the Family Support Center (starting in January), and the deadline is also the middle of March.  Mail the scholarship package to the Point of Contact for each club.

The Retired Officers’ Association (TROA)

The base/post scholarship is a TROA program to honor 100 college bound or current undergraduate students with individual $1,000 scholarship grants.  Award is for merit, citizenship, and leadership.  No membership is required. Students can apply at www.troa.org
